· Connections – using the target language to connect with other school subjects

· Comparisons – developing insight into the nature of language and culture 

· Communities – discovering uses for the target language in Charlotte and the world beyond

Daily Preparation and Expectations 

A high level of effort and attentiveness in class will be crucial to succeed in this course.  Please make note of the following expectations:

· Be READY to work when the bell rings.  Begin working on the warm-up right away.
